Currently all of our office and break room supplies are purchased through a UC contract with Office Max.  Office Max is not a very green company right now. Our joint Green Committee at the SF Coordinating Center would like to ask your support in working to use the purchasing power of the University of California to pressure Office Max to stop carrying any paper supplies made from the clear-cutting of old growth forests and to start carrying green products in areas where it currently offers none (namely break room and cleaning supplies).  I have already sent an email to the Office Max rep to UC who was present at the SF event Focus the Nation. We thought that might get a good response, but we have had none. 

So now I would like to ask your advice. Can we join together perhaps with the support of other UC green committees to jointly send a letter to the UC Office of the President Director of purchasing to ask that he endorse a letter to Office Max requesting they improve the greenness of their products?

It strikes me that if we work together on this, we have the opportunity to make a tremendous difference with a sizable positive chain reaction. Office Max might not listen to me or you alone, but they might listen to the University of California. Please send me your thoughts on this idea.
