WebLinks Inquiry Code Explanations

This document, prepared with Mark Battles’ help, includes explanations and comments about the multiple, arcane fund inquiry codes in WebLinks.  For any of you new to this inner-sanctum-WebLinks info, go to inquiries, chartfields, fund, and drill down. Every valid fund will be detailed in this way. Most of these codes are determined by the NOA (notice of award) from C&G.  Some codes are straightforward identifiers e.g. fund title, principal investigator.  Some codes are of little/no use and are commented "forgeddaboutit".

Please pay particular attention to the following codes: IC Rate, On/Off Campus, and DD. 
IC Rate should match the rate on the NOA.  This may range from 47-51.5% for on-campus, 26% for off-campus, or have a special rate particular (e.g. 8% for training grants) to the type of award and/or agency.

OnOff Campus should indicate either 1 for on-campus (the default that Controller's office uses) or 2 for off-campus.  This code OVERRULES the IC Rate field i.e. if the IC rate is 26% (off-campus) and the On/Off Campus field says "1" or on-campus, the campus will report this as on-campus despite the correct charging of the IDC rate.   It turns out, this is a key identifier used in core reports that the campus and the SOM prepare, so it is critical to departments that this be coded correctly.  We recently found this out the hard way when a number of our off-campus funds were reported as on-campus.  I've since corrected those and am asking you to review all of the funds that you manage, and report to me any that you find coded incorrectly. 

DD is the code for Drawdown, the obscure process that the Controller's Office does to electronically access or "drawdown" funds from the NIH and other agencies. If the code is A, the fund is active and drawdowns are still happening, meaning money is still actually available to spend.  If the code is Z, then the fund is no longer active and drawdowns are NOT possible.  This code is very important if you happen to see an old, expired fund with a credit balance and are thinking about spending it.  Before doing a journal to move charges to these, you should check the DD code.  If the code is Z, then your journal will simply create an overdraft.
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Fund No.  Generated by Controller’s Office from Notice of Award.
Fund Title.  Comes from Notice of Award
Department Cd.  We determine as part of the fund setup process. Indicates who owns the fund. Normally is 278700. 

Dept Name Comes from Dep Code
Prin Invest. = Principal Investigator. From Notice of Award

Bud NonBud. Indicates whether has a permanent budget. Code will be B or N. Endowment /Opportunity, General State (19900) Special State, Aids/General State, registration fees, educational fees, endowment income, and 69750 off the top funds are budgeted. All others are non-budgeted.

Sales Use Tax.  Determined by Controller’s office.  Generally all funds pay sales tax.

Stip Id  Indicates where the negative stip (if applicable) goes.   Positive stip normally stays with the fund. For 278700 should be 60547.

Restrict Cd:  Identifies if the fund is Restricted, Unrestricted or General Use.

Reapprop Cd.  Indicates how budget and financials are carried into new fiscal year.

Stip Acct.  DPA that STIP is to be budgeted to quarterly

Stop Cd.  Active means fund is over and has been added to stop code list by Dept staff.

Stop Date.  Date fund added to stop code list

Award type:  1= Cooperative Agreement, 2= Contracts,3= Grants, 4= Gifts
Fed Flow Thru.  Determined by Controller’s office based on NOA,  sets what is considered federal-sourced. 1= state/private, 2= federal/state/private mix 3= federal only although allocated by a state or private source

Report Freq:  maintained by Controller’s office.  Should say how often fsr’s are due.

IC BASE.  Alpha codes from A-L, which indicate exemptions concerning indirect calculation

IC Rate Cd.  Forgeddaboutit

IC Rate. Should match whether research is off/on campus or has a special agency rate such as K30. 

OnOff Campus.   1= on campus location.  2= off campus location.  Determined by ORA paperwork that indicates research location.  If wrong, pls notify Peter.
